Owner of Carman’s Nursery, Gilroy, CA
“Nursery Child: Growing Up at Carman’s Nursery”

Third-generation owner of Carman’s Nursery, Nancy
Schramm and her husband recently moved the nursery to
Gilroy, where they have lived for 25 years. The nursery is
known for growing rare and unusual plants, including

bonsai starters, dwarf conifers, rock garden plants, and less
common fruiting plants. In her spare time, Ms. Schramm
writes a garden column called ‘A Passion for Plants’ in the
Out & Abont magazine, and recently had an article published
in Amserican Nurseryman. With the family home adjacent to the
nursery, Ms. Schramm and her two sisters grew up playing
and working at Carman’s Nursery. While working there was
cause for complaint in high school days, the sisters now share
these memories with fondness.
